._ F Catalhoyuk was first discovered in 1998 by James Melart and his friends Pavid French and Alan
-+ . Hall. However, James Melart did not work regularly until 1961 after this discovery. He started
. excavations again in 1961 and continved in the 1962-1963-1963 season and then stopped again.
.. TheBritish archaeologist lan Hodder resumed the excavations in 1993 and continued until today.
Today the excavations are carried out under the sponsorship of many universities and institutions.

Patalhoyik ahstk oldugumuz cadde ve sokaklara sahip bir sehir yerlesimine sahip degildi! Bal petegi gibi bir alan
hayal edin! Evler ortak duvar kullanilmadan birbirine bitisik insa edilirdi. Catalhoyiklilerin sokaklari, caddeleri,
mabhalleleri evlerinin gatilari idi. Evler kerpigten yapilir ve beyaza boyanirdi. Kigik dikdortgen evlerde depolar ya
da kutsal odalar bulunurdu. Cadde ve sokaklar bulunmadigmdan evlerin kapi ve pencereleri de yoktu. Catida agllan
kiigik delik hem kapt hewm pencere hew de altinda kurulan ocadin dumaninin gikmasini saglayan bir baca vazifesi
gorirdd.

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B The Basis Architecture of Anatolia
Catalhoyuk did not have a city
settlement with avenues and
streets that we are used to. Imagine
a field like a honeypot. The houses
were built adjacent to each other
without the common wall. The
streets and the neighbourhoods
of locals were the roofs of the
houses. The houses were made of
mud brick and painted white. Small
. rectangular houses had storeys or
holy roows. There were no avenues,
streets, doors or windows in the
houses. The small hole on the roof
acted both as a window and as a
" chimney that enabled the smoke ¥
 from the stove under it went up into =
the air. Terraces in the houses were
4 places where people continued their
- daily lives. The life of the houses
was about 80 years. After 80 years
these houses were filled with soil or
debris, and new buildings were built
. on thewm, so that the mounds rose.

Neolithic Artists
Catalhoyuk people adorned their walls with paintings to make their houses wmore liveable. They painted
pictures of everyday life using paints in red, black and yellow colours on their walls. The hunting scenes,
predator animal motifs, geometric patterns, paintings, and dance stage are mostly seen on the walls. Besides,
we can see Hasan Mountain's explosion and the first city plan known as Catalhoyuk on the walls.

The house of Catalhoyuk people was not just an ordinary house but a part of their lives. The houses werealso _

used as graves at the same time. They buried their deaths under the floor of the room or under the terracein

~ . front of their houses in hocker position sitting upright with the knees tucked up against the chest and the
. feet parallel with the floor. They also put some sea shells, and some jewellery made of bone and stone as a gift - -
" inthe grave. The headless corpses that the raptors savaged in the wall paintings show us another dead burial ﬁ
tradition of the Catalhoyuk people. e~

The Craftsmen of Catalhoyuk
Catalhoyuk people began to cultivate in fertile soils and made tools for thewm, such as terra cotta, wood, bone,

stone and obsidian. Also terracotta and stone; they also adorned their sacred sites by making sculptures of

- mother goddess symbolizing wealth and abundance. They created the first examples of Anatolian kilims by
¥ . Weaving the geometric patterns from their walls. Catalhoyuk women wear jewellery made of coloured stones
with beads and even made the first known wirror of history by pollshmg the obsidian stone.
